The Town Report this year is dedicated to a man who was
devoted to the Town of Wolfeboro.

Mr. Rae was born in Haverhill, MA and had lived in
Lexington, MA. He was president of Frost & Higgins in Burlington,
MA which is a respected tree care and landscaping company.

He was one of the first to receive Lady Bird Johnson'’s
Beautification of America Award. He also received
commendations from First Ladies Patricia Nixon and Rosalyn
Carter. He was past president of Tree Care Industry Association
and the Massachusetts Arborist Association.

Bill served on the Conservation Commission from 1988
until January 2004 serving as Chairman for many years. He also
served on the Planning Board from 1993 through March 2006 and
served as Chairman for several years. Bill was also the Town’s
Tree Warden from 1997 through 2002. In May 2010 he was
recognized for his efforts in Wolfeboro when the Conservation
Commission named a 60 acre conservation area after Bill.
