Meeting Minutes

August 3, 2022
Members present:  Chairman David A. Senecal, Vice Chair Brad Harriman, Linda Murray, Luke Freudenberg and Brian Deshaies. 
Staff present: Town Manager, James S. Pineo, Parks and Recreation Director Christine Collins, and Public Works Director Dave Ford. 
Chairman Senecal opened the meeting at 6:30 PM.  
Non-Public Session RSA 91: A
Mr. Pineo stated there is a need for non-public session under RSA 91: A for employment.

1.Public Hearing(s)
Ordinance Change
 i. The Town of Wolfeboro to hold a Public Hearing on Wednesday, August 3, 2022, at 6:30 PM in the Great Hall of the Wolfeboro Town regarding amendments to the Town Ordinance, Chapter 164, § Stopping, standing or parking prohibited; to new section list as follows: F. No vehicle shall park(ing) in a designated electric vehicle charging station space unless it is actively connected to a charging station. The violation would be the same as the other parking ordinances. 

Chairman Senecal opened the public hearing. 

Brian Deshaies read the notice of the public hearing. Note correction of posting parking to park. 

Nancy Hirschberg, Chair of the Energy Committee, reported the stations have been used over 100 times which is far more than expected. As part of the process, they need to amend the ordinance to be able to enforce the parking for charging only in these locations. 

Being no others to speak for or against this ordinance, Mr. Deshaies closed the public hearing. 
Mr. Deshaies proposed the following amendment: “actively connected” should be clear that it vehicles are charging “actively receiving or received a charge”. 

It was moved by Brian Deshaies to amend the ordinance to clarify that language. Luke Freudenberg seconded the motion. Being all in favor, the motion passed. 

It was moved by Brad Harriman to adopt the ordinance with the amendment to add a new section F. No vehicle shall park in a designated electric vehicle charging station space unless it is actively charging (or has received a charge) to a charging station. The violation would be the same as the other parking ordinances.  Brian Deshaies seconded, being all in favor the motion passed.

Permit #2022-65. Brian Deshaies seconded. Being all in favor, the motion passed.

Brad Harriman moved to appoint all the members as listed above, Linda Murray seconded the motion, all in favor.
Chairman Senecal thanked all those who volunteer for their time and effort for these committees. 
    5. New Business
 
Appointment: Klas Landberg- Overnight Trash ordinance 

Mr. Landberg spoke to his request of having the Town adopt a Trash Ordinance. He summarized he has lived on Pleasant Street for 25 years; it is a very nice neighborhood. In those 25 years he has never seen a trash can on the roadside or front yards. He stated that a home was sold recently, and that new owner has turned this residence into an Airbnb. He is not here to complain about the racket of that rental, but actually the trash that has been left out for over two weeks. Pizza boxes and other trash overflowing out of the cans. He stated this is not only unsightly, but trash left behind is subject to wildlife including bears in his neighborhood. This trash is problematic to the neighborhood and not is something they want happening in their neighborhood. He would like to propose an ordinance like other areas where you can not leave your trash can out overnight, once emptied must be put it away. 
Brian Deshaies agreed that the issue needs to be investigated, he has seen the trash issue that Mr. Landberg spoke of and feels it could already be covered within the current ordinance as a “noxious and offensive issue”.

Linda Murray feels it would be a good idea for the Town to adopt a Trash Ordinance.

Chairman Senecal stated that the Board would look into Mr. Landberg’s request.

          B. Appointment: Abatement Request-Camp Bernadette

Chris Bolt Legal Counsel for Camp Bernadette, a charitable nonprofit addressed the Board. He noted that he is speaking to the recent change to a parcel they received a tax bill on that was previously tax exempt ($6,000). He refereed to his letter of July 17, 2022. He stated the property is used and occupied by the camp for events and quiet time. He respectfully asks on behalf of the camp to return this to the tax-exempt status. 
Mr. Pineo stated that the Town’s Legal Counsel has visited the property with the parties and recommendation is forthcoming.
           C. Discussion:  MOU Abenaki Light project 
    
Mr. Pineo stated at the last meeting the Board accepted the funding for lights and upgrades of the Abenaki Ski Area. The Board has been provided with a draft agreement for the Chairman of the Committee to sign.
Mr. Harriman questioned if a motion is needed to authorize the Board to sign the agreement. 
Mr. Pineo replied that the Chair will sign the agreement for some separation, they are all set. See attached mou.
            D. Approval: Performance Evaluation form for the Town Manager and review date
Mrs. Murray stated the Board was sent the Goals and Objectives for the Town Manager previously via email. This is the form they have used to evaluate the Town Manager for years, if there are any suggested changes, she will make those.  She suggested the Board complete their review forms by August 24, 2022, from there she will collate them with a review by the Board September 7, 2022, in a Non-Public session. The Board will meet with the Town Manager on September 21, 2022. This timeline will ensure that our goal of the September 30th deadline is met.  She asked the Board if they are comfortable with these dates. 
The Board agreed. 

E.Approval: Town of Wolfeboro Employee Appreciation Day September 16, 2022 

Mr. Pineo stated the request is to close the operations down on the 16th to for the Employee Wellness Committee to host team building activities on September 16th. 
Luke Freudenberg moved to declare Sept. 16, 2022, Employee Appreciation Day and to close the Wolfeboro Town Offices, Highway Department, Electric Department, Wolfeboro Library (if trustees allow) and Solid Waste Division. 
(This excludes any emergencies that may arise during that day). Police and Fire duty crews and dispatch will be able participate in food events as time allows. Brian Deshaies seconded the motion, all in favor.
 6. Other Business 

Mrs. Murray stated she has been using the Trolly to shuttle into town to do her errands, when she does this, it allows her time to visit the Town Docks regularly. She stated she does not believe the “no wake” buoy is at 150 feet; it looks closer than that. She recalls at one point in time the Board reviewed this, and she questioned if the Board may want to look at putting this at 250 feet to reduce the wake. She also would like to address the same at the swim lines for both Carry Beach and Brewster Beach. She questioned if the Board would support a letter to the local representatives requesting this change.
Mr. Freudenberg agreed this is an issue and believes that Meredith has theirs out further as well for the same reasons.  It is a safety concern. 
The Board agreed to support this letter. Mr. Pineo will draft such letter for review. 
Mr. Deshaies stated a business owner has expressed some concern of bikes coming off the bike trail and continuing into the pedestrian way. He feels there should be some notice at the end of the trail to no continue onto the sidewalks. He also was made aware of a ramp/step issue in that area as well, it may need to be painted orange or yellow. 

  7. Committee Reports

Mr. Deshaies, had no meetings, has been talking with local Business’s to have them get ready for the Mt. Washington Event. He attended the Gov. Sununu signing in the Great Hall. 
Mr. Freudenberg had no meetings. He has been at the Town Docks on the weekends with the Dock Attendants and has got a lot of positive feedback from this program. 
Linda Murray attended the Gov. Sununu signing as well. She attended the Wolfeboro Waters Committee meeting and attended the Planning Board Meeting as an alternate.

Dave Senecal attended the Gov. Sununu signing as well. He attended a meeting for the proposed Public Safety Building.

Brad Harriman attended the Planning Board meeting work session. He met with Jim Pineo and Dave Ford on the road standards. He also reminded everyone that the Dedication of the Pickle Ball Courts is August 4th at the courts 10:00 AM.
  8. Town Manager’s Report

Mr. Pineo reported the following: He commended the DPW for the work they did after the last heavy rainfall to keep the roads passable, and he also updated the Board regarding last meeting’s discussion about the new firetruck. He noted that Capital Reserve Funds and/or special meeting can happen. He consulted with the Town’s Legal Counsel, who is sending a letter to Seagraves asking them to deliver the truck as contracted or face legal action.

 10. Public Input 

Mr. Sheehan of Spruce Road stated he doesn’t feel we have enough Police Officers as he has seen the Police Chief Directing traffic (and he has seen this 3-4 times this summer).

He questioned how many offices the department has, and do they think they have enough. 
Mr. Freudenberg replied they have 14 officers. 

Mr. Senecal replied yes, they have enough officers. 

The resident questioned if the Board thought the Police Chief should be out directing traffic, and if they think that is a good use of his time. He does not feel that is and they should do something about it. He also doesn’t think the Great Hall has very good acoustics and most discussion is not heard, and it is important for the people to hear. He is also concerned that the Board doesn’t have legal counsel because they are saving money and that is not good. 
Chairman Senecal replied the Board has Town Counsel and the Police Department operations are under a Police Commission they only supply the funding. 
Mrs. Murray asked for his name for the record. 
Suzanne Ryan spoke to Eastern Propane’s removal of the tanks behind their building and feels they should be recognized for such a good job moving forward with the project. She suggested they send a letter of appreciation to them.

Luke Freudenberg moved to enter into Public Session to discuss employment 7:35 PM. Linda Murray seconded the motion, roll call vote; Luke Freudenberg-yes, Brad Harriman-yes, Dave Senecal-yes, Linda Murray-yes and Brad Harriman-yes.
The Board re-entered public session at 8:20 PM. 

Luke Freudenberg moved to seal the minutes of the non-public session of 8/3/2022 Linda Murray seconded the motion, roll call vote; Luke Freudenberg-yes, Brad Harriman-yes, Dave Senecal-yes, Linda Murray-yes and Brad Harriman-yes.
Being no further business before the Board, Chairman Senecal entertained a motion to adjourn. 

Linda Murray moved the Wolfeboro Board of Selectmen to adjourn at 8:20 PM. Brad Harriman seconded. Being none opposed, the motion passed.
